An international tribunal against the oppression of women living in countries ruled by Islam will be held in end-November 2002 in The Hague, the Netherlands. At a public meeting following the international tribunal, there will be an opportunity for women’s rights activists and advocates to discuss ways to combat Islamic terrorism and ending the sexual apartheid in countries ruled by Islam.

With world public attention on Islamic terrorism, it is an opportune time to hold the tribunal in order to draw further attention to and support for the struggle of women’s rights in countries ruled by Islam.

The International Tribunal Against Women’s Rightlessness in Islamist Countries calls on women’s and civil rights activists and organizations and all those that are against executions, torture and assassinations, to join in organizing a successful tribunal.
